HISTORY: 
In October 1996, while praying, Fr. Fernando Suarez was 

blessed with a vision. In the vision, Jesus was pouring out 

many graces and blessings upon him. As he received His 

graces and blessings, he saw multitudes of poor children 

begging for help. He did not understand the vision then, but 

its image remained in his heart. It was not until the summer 

of 1997, that the meaning of the vision became clear to him. 
 

During a two-week visit to the Philippines, at least ten poor 

children approached Fr. Fernando out of nowhere, asking 

for his support especially in their studies. Trusting in the 

Lord, he began sending money he had saved from giving 

recollections and retreats during his Christmas and summer 

holidays. 
 

As time went by, the good Lord continued to bless this 

ministry and it has now become a foundation, "Mary 

Mother of the Poor" (MMP).  With the help of the brothers 

of the community, and friends who support and share this 

vision, the foundation was able to grow, flourish and 

become established in Canada, the United States and the 

Philippines with missions in countries such as Australia, 

Austria, England, Germany, Italy, Japan,  Switzerland, and 

Uganda.

MMP EVALUATION  / PROGRAM DEVELOPMENT 

WORKSHOPS were held with 50 participants from the 

Feeding and Livelihood Programs, 82 scholars & 81 parents 

of scholars from the Scholarship Program.  Best Practices, 

Feedbacks, and Recommendations were discussed to 

guarantee the effectiveness and the success of the programs. 
 

 

Mary Mother of the Poor Foundation sponsors various 
Scholarship Programs consisting of 247 scholars: 
A. Day Care (54 students) B. Elementary (63 students) 
C. High School (72 students) D. College (50 students) and 
E. Seminarians (8 students). Included in the above are 
scholars from Malibay,  Novaliches, Palawan and Samar.  
Special assistance was given to 52 students in Isla Verde 
by means of school supplies. 

The Mary Mother of the Poor Feeding Program 

currently provides for 13  elementary schools: Butong, San 

Luis Central, Taliba, Tunggal , Pagkilatan, Ilijan, Lilinggiwan, 

Dela Paz Pulot, Dela Paz Itaas, Payiran Bilao, Mabacong, all in 

Batangas and Bagong Silang, Q.C. and Malibay, Pasay City  

plus 4 daycare schools.  Parentsô participation and 

volunteerism are key to the success of the program.  Special  

projects include medical doctor volunteers and nutritionist. 

Coastal areas with Feeding Programs decreased the 

malnourishment level in high percentage; 9 out of 10 or 90% of 

our Feeding Client Schools showed significant decrease  in the 

malnourishment levels of children.  There is also a Feeding 

Program once a week at Smokey Mountain in Tondo.
